Stallholder Terms & Conditions

It is ESSENTIAL that you read and agree with these Terms & Conditions before proceeding with your
booking.

1) Sustainability

The aim of the Camden Green Fair is to educate and encourage sustainable behaviour. Goods or services
sold must reflect this. Goods that are excessively packaged, disposable or encourage unsustainable
behaviour will not be allowed.

The Camden Green Fair (CGF) reserves the right to determine the eligibility of an applicant to participate
as a stallholder.

2) Energy

There will be no energy supply available for stallholders on the day. Gas power is acceptable for
food stalls only. Generators will not be allowed. If you need to power your stall, it must be
from renewable resources.

3) Payment & Refunds

Payment must be paid in full by 13'" May 2010 and is strictly non-refundable.

There will be a 20% late booking fee for any applications and / or payments received and processed after
this date.

Payment should be made by cheque, payable to ‘Camden Green Fair’

The price includes:
¥ Space for your own stall (if self-sufficient)
¥ A covered market stall and two chairs (if hiring one of our stalls).

We reserve the right to refuse your application if a stall(s) of a similar nature have already
booked.

Receipt of cheque does not guarantee a place at the Green Fair.

Those applying for a catering stall should enclose a sample menu, as we cannot confirm
pitches without one. If it is too expensive, in direct competition with existing stalls or not high
quality, your application may not be accepted. If thisis the case we will return your cheque.

4) Insurance

All stallholders must have adequate insurance. This can be obtained from the National Market Trader’s
Federation from £72 per year (08457 221100). The CGF and Camden Council accept no responsibility for
any loss or damage suffered by stallholders.

5) Location
Stalls will be allotted on a ‘first come first served’ basis, and we reserve the right to allocate to the
stallholder a location / space configuration other than the one originally expected.

Stallholders will be informed of their allocated positions and stallholders must stay within their allocated
spaces. We will do all we can to ensure your stall a favourable position but this will not be negotiable on
the day of the fair.

Stalls must not encroach on walkways as this presents a Health & Safety risk.

6) Parking

All stallholder vehicles must be removed from site by 10.00am and park in a legal parking area off site.
No on-site parking will be provided on the day of the Green Fair. Metered parking is available on nearby
streets, and the nearby NCP car park can be used. Parking is limited and expensive and the Camden
Green Fair cannot be held responsible for difficulties with parking, including broken meters, etc. Note that
parking may cost up to £35 per day.

7) Vehicles on site

The use of vehicles is strongly discouraged, and rickshaw cyclists will be available throughout the day to
help you transport goods. There will be absolutely NO unnecessary MOTOR VEHICLES permitted
on site between 10.00 and 20.00. This means that if you require a vehicle to set up / dismantle your
stall you must arrange to arrive early and leave late. There will be no exceptions to this rule. There
will be a high demand for entry to the site on the day and you should be prepared to queue. Stallholders
who do not remove their vehicles by 10.00am will be asked to leave the site by security and no refunds
will be given.



8) Rickshaws

A limited number of rickshaws will be available to help stallholders move goods between their cars and
stalls during the times when cars are not allowed on site. Rickshaws can collect goods from a distance of
not more than 1km from the site under PRIOR ARRANGEMENT. Otherwise, rickshaws will carry goods
between the gates and the stall only. There will be a high demand for rickshaws on the day and you may
have to wait for one to become available.

9) Access & Trading times

Stalls must be set up by 11lam. However, cars can only access the site from 08.00 until 10.00.
Absolutely NO CARS will be allowed on site after this time. You will be allocated an entry time, which will
be shown on your contract (this is sent the week before the Green Fair).

Trading times are strictly from 12.00 - 19.15 and you may not trade outside of these hours.

Stallholders can dismantle their stalls from 19.00 onwards. No cars will be allowed on site until 20.00.
You must have vacated the site by 21.00 Gates will be closed at 21.30

10) Appearance of Stalls

We rely on you to contribute to the general impression with colourful cloths and displays. The content of
the material you exhibit is your responsibility, but as organisers of the event we have to reserve the right
to prohibit the display of merchandise and material, which we consider may be illegal or inappropriate, or
which does not conform to our policies.

11) Weather
Please consider well in advance of the day if you are unable to trade in continuous wet or windy weather.
No refunds will be given if you are unable to trade due to weather conditions on the day.

12) Fly Pitching

Fly pitching (the selling of goods from an unauthorised stall) will not be permitted under any
circumstances. Fly pitchers should be reported to site security, and offenders shall be removed from the
site.

13) Cleaning, litter and w aste

All packaging products brought onsite by all stallholders will be restricted to glass, paper, cardboard,
plastic bottles, compostable food/beverage containers and cutlery (see below) and cans. All other waste
must be taken home and should not be left onsite. Please ask if you're unsure.

Stallholders are expected to minimise the amount of waste they produce and to use the recycling facilities
provided. Food stalls price includes a £20 ‘litter bond’, which will be refunded if the area around the food
stall is free of litter, in the week after the Green Fair.

14) Noise

The Green Fair takes place near to residential dwellings and therefore we have to monitor noise very
closely. If you intend to play any music from your stall then you must obtain written permission from
us beforehand. Even where permission is granted we reserve the right to request that you stop playing
music on the day, should it interfere with other elements of the Green fair or cause a nuisance.

15) Other policies

16) Food & drink

It is a condition of trading at the Fair that caterers use compostable plates, cups and cutlery.
Any trader found to be using merely bio-degradable, or paper, plastic or polysterene-based
implements WILL BE ASKED TO LEAVE.

Sustainable food is the key theme for the event. Our caterers will be in the spotlight, so we will be
selecting and monitoring based on quality, affordability and sustainability. We shall endeavour to compost
or recycle all of the waste the waste generated by catering operations and we ask for your cooperation in
making this possible.

All catering stallholders are expected to use compostable packaging purchased only from the following
approved retailers:

Any outlet selling tea or coffee may only sell Fairtrade tea and coffee and should have Fairtrade sugar.



Meat is allowed but only if it is organic. You are encouraged to include an educational element to the
sale of meat. No electricity will be provided on the day so you will need to be able to refrigerate the meat
without the use of electricity or using renewably generated electricity from your own source.

No deep fat fryers will be allowed, and all hot food stalls must have a fire extinguisher. All stalls selling
refreshments MUST have a copy of the requisite hygiene certificate available for inspection and on
display. (Please also see below).

We allow food stalls to bring gas canisters on site provided they are safely stored away from public areas
and have a suitable barrier around them (this will be arranged by the Operations Manager). You must
please inform the stalls administrator if you intend to bring gas canisters with you.

We strongly discourage the sale of sweetened, fizzy soft drinks at the Green Fair. We define a fizzy
drink as a manufactured drink, optionally sweetened, acidulated and carbonated, the flavour of which may
derive from vegetable extracts or artificial flavourings.

By adhering to these terms, we hope that all customers will benefit from the increased quality of food and
drink on offer at the fair. Please refer to the following website for further information about how we define
‘sustainable food’, and to tell us how far your catering operation goes to fulfill these criteria:

17) Drugs

Stalls that in any way promote or encourage the consumption of illegal drugs are strictly not allowed. Any
stalls seen to be promoting illegal drugs on the day of the Green Fair will be asked to leave. Stalls which
provide an educational / counseling service in relation to drugs are acceptable.

18) Water Provision

There will be no running water on site. Rickshaws will deliver potable water from a standpipe or
bowser. Anyone requiring water (including food stalls) must bring a suitable container with a sealed
lid for transporting water, and you are STRONGLY ADVISED to bring enough water to start you off. We
will do everything we can to ensure a swift and efficient water delivery system, but stallholders are asked
to consider the potential delay in setting up their operations that this system may cause. You may also
wish to consider bringing waterless sanitizers for your stalls.

19) Monitoring

The CGFSG reserves the right to check that you are abiding by these Terms & Conditions on the
day of the Green Fair, and to refuse entry or ask you to leave (without refund) should you be in
breach of any Terms & Conditions.
